The Jaguars picked up 
a pair of baseball wins

The wins 
wrapped up a stretch of four 
home games for the Jaguars, 
in which they went 3-1 to be-
gin their season. 

In their contest with May-
Port/CG, Northern Cass set 
the tone early. In the bottom 
of the second the Jaguars got 
on the board when Matthew 
Metzger walked and later stole 
second base, Carter Wadeson 
would then switch places with 
Metzger, as he doubled in the 
first run of the game and the 
Jaguars took a 1-0 lead. 

Northern Cass’ lead bal-
looned in the bottom of the 
third as their first five hitters 
of the inning reached base.

MayPort/CG committed two 
errors in the inning. 

The Patriots created a scor-
ing threat in the top of the 
fourth inning after they got 
their first two runners aboard, 
but the Jaguar defense turned 
double play to work out of the 
spot and keep the game 5-0. 

In the fifth inning, Jacob 
Ose took over for Metzger on 
the mound and slammed the 
door on MayPort/CG, allowing 
just two base runners in three 
innings and striking out five 
as Northern Cass coasted to a 
shutout 5-0 win.
