past week. Our residents so enjoy 
the uplifting sermons, songs, and 
Bible readings.

Please mark on your calendars 
the Bethel Home Auxiliary Love 
Offering Luncheon, being served on 
Sunday, February 15th from 11:00 
a.m. to 1:00 p.m. at the Golden Age 
Club. A delicious lunch of hot roast 
beef sandwich, baked beans, potato 
salad, and a fi ne assortment of pie 
will be served.

Many of the activities this week 
will refl ect Valentine’s Day and the 
2026 Winter Olympic games. Resi-
dents are taking interest in many of 
the winter sport competitions and so 
far, fi gure skating is the favorite.

Monday morning started with 
devotions. A fun time of exercising 
with the parachute and lighted frogs 
followed. Residents took a tour of 
Valentine, Nebraska and learned of 
the many special things that they do 
for Valentine’s Day. Each year they 
continue to offer a special roman-
tic postmark, and it is available to 
everyone by merely sending cards 
there to be postmarked. The playing 
of Rummikub and cards took resi-
dents to dinner time. The afternoon 
brought bingo and the serving of 
potato pancakes. The potatoes were 
grown by John Enander, and the 
seed came from his son, Tom, who 
grows and markets potatoes. They 
were simply beautiful! Residents 
learned the nutritional benefi ts of 
potatoes. They are a nutritional 
powerhouse, potatoes are a nutrient-
dense vegetable that provide the en-
ergy, potassium and vitamin C that 
one needs to fuel their day. Potatoes 
have 27 mg of vitamin C, 620 mg of 
potassium, 2 grams of fi ber, 3 grams 
of protein, 1.1 mg of iron and 0.2 
mg of B6. Wow! The value of the 
annual potato crop in America is 
$500 million, and potatoes make up 
seventeen percent of the agriculture 
and good processing economy here 
in North Dakota. Our day ended 
with discussion centered around the 
quote of the week.

Tuesday our fi rst activity of the 
day was playing verb generation 
with hockey player being the profes-
sion. We added a bit of fun to our 
regular exercise time by calling it 
the Valentine Edition. Exercises in-
cluded heartbeat: place your right 
hand over your chest, tap twice 
gently, then stretch both arms wide 
as if “sharing love.” Repeat three 
times. Rose Reach, reach one arm 
up to “pluck a rose,” bringing it 
down to “smell,” then switch sides.

On February 10, 1943, Vesta Stoudt, 
an Illinois mom and factory worker, 
had a terrifi c idea for improving 
the ability to effectively seal and 
quickly open boxes of ammunitions. 
Her working pals didn’t think much 
of her invention, Stoudt went just a 
bit higher up the chain and wrote 
to President Franklin D. Roosevelt, 
who enthusiastically embraced her 
idea and sent it to production. The 
result was duct tape, one of the 
most essential war tools and, later a 
household staple that has seen many 
uses. In the afternoon our residents 
went for a ride on the Delta Queen 
riverboat at 1:30 p.m. They were 
back in time to pay tribute to the 
First Ladies of the United States at 
2:30 p.m. and enjoyed a recipe from 
one of our First Ladies. This day had 
now been noted and is recognized 
before Presidents’ Day. We fi nish 
our day by noting that winter is half 
over and our weather has been de-
luxe. This time included coloring 
some colorful images.

Wednesday opens with hair care 
given by Gina. Pastor Erin will 
present Bible study in the chapel at 
10 a.m. It was on this day that Ju-
lia Child fi rst presented her TV se-
ries and residents will have a look 
back at her fun and interesting ca-
reer, cooking before the camera. 
Piano music will be presented in 
the lobby before lunch. The reading 
of the Promoter starts at 1:30 p.m.
