Funding opportunities will be re-
leased in phases, with individual ap-
plication windows announced over
time. Eligible applicants may apply
for more than one funding opportu-
nity; there is no limit to the number
of applications that can be submit-
ted.

Expand Rural Health Care Ro-
tations

This funding opportunity sup-
ports the development, expansion or
enhancement of clinical training ex-
periences for health care profession-
al students, including new learner
types and/or adding additional slots
in rural and tribal communities.

Eligible Projects include:

Expand rural health care rota-
tions to new learner types by facili-
tating embedding students into rural
health care facilities.

Add additional slots for rural
health care rotations.

Provide short-term housing sup-
port (six months or less) for tradi-
tional students embedded in rural
health care facilities.

Approximately  $3,000,000 in
total federal funds are available
in year one for Expanding Rural
Health Care Rotations and adding
additional slots.
