Edge of Chaos

Old Settlers Day
This past week I had a re-

quest for information that was 
published in 1973. I set a time 
and found the bound volume.

After finding the requested 
information, the requester 
left.  I informed them that I 
would email the photo of the 
info to them as the bound vol-
ume does not cooperate with 
trying to replicated pages, 
since they are bound tightly 
and do not lie flat enough.  
With us both holding the pag-
es flat, I was able to get decent 
readable copies.

I emailed them to their 
home and told them that the 
State Historical Center in Bis-
marck has a library that con-
tains copies of all newspapers 
published in North Dakota 
and printed pages can be pur-
chased of them for a small fee.

After the requester left, I 
browsed the ad for Old Set-
tler’s Day that appeared in 
a full page ad showing the 
events for three days, July 9, 
10, and 11. Considering I grad-

uated in 1959, I looked to see 
what had changed from what 
I remembered of those past 
summer celebrations, the one 
in 1973, and what is held now.

I recall listening to the Old 
Settler’s tell their stories in 
the park, where a free lunch 
was held. Kids swarmed the 
area enjoying the merry-go-
round they powered with 
their feet, the set of swings and 
tetter-totters, and the rings for 
swinging your way across the 
grass at a decent height, fun 
enough but not likely to inflict 
damage if you lost your grip.

 I remember the Roxy The-
atre and the movies on the 
weekend, the kiddies’ parade 
and the competition for first, 
second and third place in the 
themed entries.

There was carnival rides 
held on Main Street, about the 
area of what is still the gro-
cery store and the street to the 
south.

 There was an ad for “Cra-
zy Days” at most merchants’ 

sidewalk areas, a tractor driv-
ing contest, and on July 11, 4-H 
Achievement days in town.

There was something for 
everyone all day long, which 
would likely be hot days con-
sidering the date. 

Fireworks were shown 
at the city ballpark at night 
where a baseball game was 
also played during the day.

I recall walking around 
town and the business area 
and enjoying visiting. Some 
people were buying groceries, 
no sense in making another 
trip to town if you could make 
“a day of it all.” There were at 
least three stores, at least two 
of which bought eggs to help 
pay for the groceries needed.

I mix up my memories a bit 
but most of the things from 
the 1950s and 1973 seemed 
quite similar.

Next time I will dig out the 
fifties volumes and see what 
I have forgotten or what has 
changed.
