BMS ACCOUNTING SOFTWARE

Irey presented a proposal
from Black Mountain Software to
upgrade the city’s accounting.
BMS is our current the utility
billing provider, and the account-
ing software offers many features
to improve security and trans-
parency of city funds. Motion by
Caudillo, seconded by Koenig to
adopt the new software. All voted
in favor on a roll call vote, motion
carried.
ARMORY RENTAL RATES

The armory committee
reviewed the current rental rate
structure and recommended the
following updates: All large events
(use of gym) will be $400, regard-
less of season, with an additional
$250 deposit that can be returned
or kept if proper cleanup isn't
done. Small events (gym or class-
room) will be $75, regardless of
season, with a $50 deposit for
cleanup. Motion by Sitzmann,
seconded by Brummund to
approve the recommendations of
the committee. All voted in favor
on a roll call vote, motion carried.
RESIGNATION

Council was presented with a
letter of resignation from city
employee Ron Wald, effective
October 1, 2026. Motion was

made by Caudillo, seconded by
VanEnk to approve the resigna-
tion. Due to Ron’s long service to
the community, and the desire for
adequate training for a new
employee and a smooth transition
plan, it was discussed to waive
the requirement for Mr. Wald to
lose any vacation leave over 280
hours April 1, and instead allow
him to spread all remaining vaca-
tion hours more equally through-
out the coming months. Motion
was made by Sitzmann, second-
ed by Schlosser to override this
requirement from the employee
handbook. All voted in favor on a
roll call vote, motion carried. The
employee relations committee will
work to being the process of hiring
a new employee.
EMPLOYEE SALARY UPDATE

The employee relations com-
mittee met to discuss employee
salaries. After comparing with
other nearby communities of simi-
lar size, and the date of the last
salary increases, the committee
recommended and to increase the
salary for Glen Fischer to
$27.00/hr and Ron Wald to
$29.00 per hour effective
February 1, 2026. Motion was
made by Schlosser, seconded by
Sitzmann, to approve the salary
increases recommended by the
committee.

OFFICIAL PROCEEDINGS OF
THE LAMOURE  COUNTY
BOARD OF COUNTY COMMIS-
SIONERS MEETING-Tuesday,
February 17th, 2026

At 8:27 am Chairman Bruce
Klein called the meeting to order
and opened with the Pledge of
Allegiance and roll  call.
Commissioners present: Robert
Flath, Wayne Wald, Jason Weigel
and Keith Heidinger. Also present
in person were: Jan Hamlin,
Auditor; Fallon Kelly, States
Attorney; Darrick  Nitschke,
Highway Superintendent; and Art
Hagebock, LaMoure County
Chronicle.

Chairman Klein called for
additions to the agenda. Comm
Wald added township question for
Darrick  Nitschke. Comm
Heidinger made a motion to
approve the agenda with addi-
tions, seconded by Comm Flath.
All voting aye, motion carried.

The February 3rd minutes
were reviewed. A motion was
made by Comm Wald to approve
the minutes presented, seconded
by Comm Flath. All voting aye,
motion carried.

Chairman Klein called for
public comment; no public com-
ments were made.

Road Superintendent,
Darrick Nitschke, went over the
2026 price list. Blading, snow
removal, and dirt work was
increased 3% due to the increase
in cutting edges and tires. He

added blade with retriever $145
an hour. Darrick will bring an
updated sheet to the next meeting
with these changes.

Darrick  presented the
Training Cost Agreement that was
tabled at the last meeting and has
been reviewed by the State
Attorney. Any new hire would be
sent to lowa for a three-day train-
ing to get their CDL certificate,
which would cost $900. The com-
mission left it up to the department
head to implement the agreement
and work within his budget.

The oil bid opening started at
8:46 a.m. There were two bids for
CRS-2P. The first bid came from
Western Asphalt Products out of
Canada at $544 per US ton deliv-
ered with a minimum of 24-ton
loads. The second bid came from
Flint Hills Resources out of Fargo
at $659 per ton delivered. Comm
Flath made a motion to accept
both oil bids, seconded by Comm
Heidinger. All voting aye, motion
carried. Next, the culvert bid was
opened. It was from TrueNorth.
The prices are the same as the
last two years. Comm Flath made
a motion to accept the culvert bid

from TrueNorth, seconded by
Comm Weigel. All voting aye,
motion carried.

Comm Wald inquired about
breaking cutting edges on large
rocks on township roads. He was
wondering if the county should be
charging townships for it.
Nitschke said that the township
could remove the rocks or the
county will lift up the blade in the
problem areas.

Lastly, Nitschke will be send-
ing the right of way letters out.

There was discussion on the
vacation policy interpretation of
the 240 hours carry over. The
vacation worksheet and the
employee time card work differ-
ently so do not look exactly the
same. There is confusion
because of that so Deputy Auditor,
Shanel Bohnenstingl, has already
been working to clarify to the
employees the difference
between the two documents.
State’s Attorney, Fallon Kelly,
Shanel, and the employee will
meet. If the policy needs changes
for further clarification, it will be
brought back to a future meeting.
There was also discussion to
reduce the carry-over from 240 to
160 effect January 2027.

There was discussion that
the ambulance services in the
county are in need of more mill
money to survive. The small
ambulances are no longer getting
state funding. More research will
be done and a possible resolution
will be presented for approval to
be placed on the primary ballot to
increase the current 5 mill to up to
15 mills.

Tax Director, Angela Mahin,
informed the commission that
salinity/alkaline modifier cannot
be based off the same rate of
reduction as the inundated acres.
Comm Flath made a motion to set
the salinity modifier at 20% reduc-
tion, seconded by Comm
Heidinger. All voting aye, motion
carried. The County Tax
Equalization meeting date has
been set for June 2 at 10:00 a.m.
and 10:30 a.m. Angela, also men-
tioned that the Farm Exemption
application deadline has passed.
