Humanitarian groups warned of 
a crisis stemming from the esca-
lating war in the Middle East. In a 
similar plight years in the making, 
North Dakota volunteers say frus-
trations have not ended for Ukraini-
ans temporarily allowed to live and 
work in the state.

Following the fourth anniversary 
of Russia's invasion of Ukraine, lo-
cal sponsors said they are increas-
ingly fearful people who escaped 
the violence will wind up back in 
parts of their home country still 
seeing armed confl ict. An estimat-
ed 500 adults were allowed to fi nd 
jobs in North Dakota through spon-
sors under the federal Uniting for 
Ukraine program.

Michael Southam, cofounder 
of the group FM Volunteers for 
Ukraine, said getting reapproved for 
humanitarian parole or transition-
ing to Temporary Protected Status 
remains diffi cult.

"The delays are unbelievable in 
processing for their authorization 
to stay here lawfully and their work 
authorizations," Southam explained.

He pointed out it hinders their 
ability to earn money while sorting 
out their situation. The criticisms 
stretch back to last summer, when 
the Trump administration resumed

re-parole applications. A court order 
prompted the program to continue 
after an application freeze the White 
House enacted when raising fraud 
concerns and citing other factors.

Southam noted not only are peo-
ple unable to stay on the job, but the 
new application fees are much high-
er now, creating additional hard-
ships.

Reports circulated earlier this 
year people covered by the United 
for Ukraine program were targeted 
by ICE agents in Minnesota when 
their applications fell into limbo. 
Southam added the fears are felt in 
North Dakota.

"They're being very cautious 
about what they do, where they go, 
who they're with - their public activ-
ity," Southam observed.

On a brighter note, Southam 
stressed some Ukrainians seeing job 
disruptions feel safe enough to vol-
unteer at local food shelves and sim-
ilar places. He and other advocates 
called on the federal government to 
adopt a blanket two-year extension 
of the program because it is unsafe 
for Ukrainians to return home right 
now.

Senator Kevin Cramer, R-ND, 
recommended last fall President 
Donald Trump provide some reas-
surances to enrollees.

Fuel marketers who are respon-
sible for transporting gasoline from 
the supply terminal to local gas sta-
tions will see regulatory relief if the 
Environmental Protection Agency 
(EPA) takes steps outlined in a letter 
U.S. Senator Kevin Cramer (R-ND) 
sent to the EPA. Despite existing 
regulations governing the annual 
vapor testing requirements for gaso-
line cargo tanks, the Biden adminis-
tration chose to force the rest of the 
nation to meet California’s overzeal-
ous regulatory standards, leading to 
disproportionate impacts on small 
business fuel marketers. The early

implementation of the Biden rule is 
causing confusion and unexpected 
costs for small businesses with little 
to no expected benefi t.

Cramer, member of the Sen-
ate Environment and Public Works 
Committee, led ten of his colleagues 
in a letter to the EPA calling for the 
repeal of the Biden-era regulations 
and return to the previous standards.

“These challenges are already 
materializing as some operators at 
liquid fuel terminals are premature-
ly enforcing the revised vapor tight-
ness standards ahead of the 2027 
compliance date, creating confusion 

and imposing unexpected costs on 
small business fuel marketers,” the 
senators wrote. “Industry stakehold-
ers have warned that, absent correc-
tive action by the Trump adminis-
tration, these standards could result 
in fuel supply disruptions if charge 
tank vehicles are denied terminal 
access due to an inability to imme-
diately comply with these unneces-
sary requirements.

“Small businesses in our states 
should not be subject to California’s 
regulatory overreach,” the senators 
continued. “We respectfully request 
that the EPA work with industry 
stakeholders to revisit the fi nal rule 
and restore the prior standard for 
sources regulated under Subpart 
XXa and Subpart BBBBBB, while 
reverting to the former range pres-
sure drop range of 1.0 to 2.5 inches 
under Subpart R. Reverting to this 
standard will support fuel supply 
continuity and ensure that fi rst re-
sponders, motorists, farmers, ranch-
ers, and other industries critical to 
America’s success have reliable ac-
cess to an adequate fuel supply.”

Matt Bjornson of Bjornson Oil 
Company in Cavalier applauded 
the letter, saying “Senator Cramer’s 
leadership and support of our indus-
try’s attempts to roll back unneces-
sary and burdensome changes by the 
Biden administration concerning 
cargo tank vapor tightness testing 
have been invaluable. The increased 
testing thresholds provide no benefi t 
for the environment in states like 
North Dakota, yet if upheld would 
increase the cost of transporting 
petroleum, disproportionally im-
pacting small business, and in the 
end costing consumers money at the 
pump.”

The letter was also signed by 
U.S. Senators John Boozman (R-

On March 11, 1935, the high tem-

perature for Fargo was predicted to 
be 26 degrees with 25 mile an hour 
winds. But even though it was over 
a month until Easter, spring was 
on the minds of North Dakotans. 
Across the state in Williston, the 
high was 30 with a warming trend. 
The weather report anticipated 
only a trace of snow with increas-
ingly mild temperatures. Streets and 
roads in many places in the state 
were icy after a period of thawing 
and freezing, but no serious traffi c 
problems were anticipated. Spring 
was in the air.

Shops were also in the mood 
for spring. The ads refl ected the 
improving weather. Fargo’s Sears 
Roebuck and Company advertised 
“smart spring dresses.” The ad 
boasted that “Every little lady, can 
have gobs of fresh, cleverly styled 
washable frocks.” The dresses were 
49 cents each for size 7 to 14 years. 
Other styles were 69 cents each. 
Mothers were urged to buy lots of 
the dresses for school and dress-up. 
Winter coats were on clearance for 
$1.99.

A.L. Moody’s was also in a

spring mood. Their ad noted that 
“March may be a lion or a lamb.” 
The store offered lady’s knit dresses 
which could be worn under a coat 
“when March winds roar” or worn 
on their own “when spring is in the 
air.” Pastels and two-color combina-
tions were offered for $7.95 each.

Herbst Department store focused 
on spring cleaning. Spring was 
the time for new sheets at 84 cents 
each, ordinarily offered at $1.39. It 
was noted that the taped edge was 
25 percent stronger than ordinary 
sheets. Ruffl ed curtains were sure to 
brighten the home for spring. Half-
length curtains had to be “seen to be 
appreciated.” Daintily ruffl ed and in 
a large selection of colors, the cur-
tains, a $1.00 value, were 15 cents 
each. The store also advertised their 
spring fashion show, coming up the 
following week and featuring suits, 
dresses and sweaters for spring, dis-
played by live models.

North Dakotans seem to take 
pride in an ability to withstand 
harsh winter. There is a tendency to 
laugh off below zero temperatures 
and gale-force winds. But spring is 
just around the corner, and that is 
not a bad thing.
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
