Can I still change my coverage? 
In some instances, involving 
a life changing event like a 
move or a change in employer 
coverage, you can change your 
policy.  Also, if you currently 
have a Medicare Advantage 
plan you can change to another 
Advantage plan or back to 
traditional Medicare from 
January 1- March 31. Please 
note- you can’t switch part D 
plans or change from traditional 
Medicare to an advantage plan 
during this period.  

  Is there any assistance in 
paying my Medicare premium? 
Yes, if your annual income is 
less than $20,580 or $27,840 
for couples you may qualify 
for a Medicare Savings Plan 
that assists with your Medicare 
premium.   In addition, you 
may qualify for help paying for 
medications if your individual 
income is less than $23,712 or 
$31,968 for couples annually.
