“I think a lot of people are going 
to want to say no, because 
they don’t want to give more 
money, but for us, you’re only 
asking for $200 for a whole 
year. Why wouldn’t we say yes?” 
commented Andrea Passa, parent 
and member of the Bombers PTO.

DPS’s future is in the 
hands of voters

A vote will take place June 9, 
at the school to approve or 
reject the addition of up to 30 
mills. If approved, the school’s 
intention is to reinstate the laid-
off teachers and continue serving 
students at the current level.

The measure will require 55% 
approval from voters in order to pass.

“If we can get a yes vote, and 
fill those positions back up, 
that’s our intent.  Our intent is 
to bring back as many positions 
as possible, hopefully all of 
them, to stabilize our budget, 
and still provide the education 
that we need for our students,” 
said Superintendent Keating.

A failed vote would require additional 
budget cuts in the form of further 
layoffs and could put the school 
on a path toward closure.

“I’ll be honest, if the vote is no 
in June, it’s two or three more 
positions next year that have 
to go as well because we can’t 
sustain a $300,000 deficit,” 
advised Superintendent Keating.
