1. Citizen Comments
1.1 General public comment 

and participation, apart from public 
hearing or comments requested 
on specific agenda items, will be 
scheduled for regular city council 
meetings and only during the portion 
of the meeting designated as “resident 
acknowledgment” on the city council 
agenda.  Publ ic  comment and 
participation will not be scheduled 
or permitted during meetings of the 
committee of the whole or special 
city council meetings, except for 
public hearings or comments that are 
requested on specific agenda items 
during such meetings.

1.2 The city council agenda will 
include a “ resident acknowledgement” 
portion of the meeting.

1 . 3  T h e  “ r e s i d e n t 
acknowledgement” portion will be 
immediately before the approval 
of minutes portion of the agenda 
and wi l l  be label led “resident 
acknowledgement.”

1 . 4  D u r i n g  t h e  r e s i d e n t 
acknowledgement portion of the city 
council agenda, each speaker will be 
limited to three minutes and the time 
from one speaker cannot be used by 
another speaker. The total amount of 
time for public comment during the 
resident acknowledgement portion 
of the agenda shall be 15 minutes.

1.5 Comments during the resident 
acknowledgement portion of the 
meeting are open to any topic the 
speaker wishes to comment on that 
is pertinent to the city.

1.6 Individuals who wish to speak 
during the resident acknowledgement 
portion of the agenda must inform 
the mayor and/or auditor prior to the 
resident acknowledgement portion of 
the city council meeting.

1.7 Individuals who wish to submit 
a written statement may do so, but 
written statements are limited to 
2-1/2 pages.

1.8 An individual may not disrupt 
the orderly conduct of the meeting.

1.9 An individual may not make 
comments that are defamatory, 
abusive, harassing or unlawful.

1.10 Comments may be limited 
if an alternative procedure exists to 
bring that particular type of comment 
before the city, the public comment 
includes confidential or exempt 
information, or the public comment is 
otherwise prohibited by law.

2. Public Decorum
2.1 The following public decorum 

rules and guidelines shall apply 
to all attending or participating in 
the meetings of the city council, 
committee of the whole and other 
city council committees, and violation 
of these public decorum rules 
and guidelines will be considered 
disruptive conduct, adverse to the 
legitimate government interest of 
conducting orderly, effective and 
dignified public meetings:

(A) An individual, during the 
resident acknowledgement portion 
of the city meeting, refuses to stop 
comments after being requested to 
do so because the individual’s three-
minute time allotment has ended.

(B) Outbursts, shouting, clapping, 
booing, hissing, interruptions, loud 
noises and comments dur ing 
presentation of any agenda item, 
discussion by the members of the 
public body or the orderly conduct of 
the meeting. 

(C) Behavior or conduct that 
disturbs, disrupts, impedes or 
interrupts presenters of an agenda 
item, discussion by the members of 
the public body or the orderly conduct 
of the meeting.

(D) Behavior or conduct that 
c reates ,  provokes or  causes 
disturbances involving unwelcome 
physical contact or verbal abuse.

2.2 If, in the opinion of the presiding 
officer of the meeting, that any of 
the above behavior or conduct has 
occurred or other conduct or behavior 
that disrupts or impedes the orderly 
and efficient conduct of the meeting 
has occurred, the presiding officer 
may provide a warning indicating the 
individual’s conduct is considered by 
the presiding officer to be disruptive 
conduct and further disruptive conduct 
by any individual in attendance at the 
meeting may result in the meeting 
being recessed until order is restored 
in the meeting room.

2.3 If, in the opinion of the presiding 
officer, the disruptive conduct is so 
severe, the presiding officer may 

request that the individual leave 
the room immediately. Individuals 
refusing to leave the room, the 
said meeting will be recessed and 
Nelson County Sheriff Department 
will be contacted to send on-duty 
officers to the meeting to remove the 
individual(s).

Car seat checks coming
to Tolna and Michigan

Safe Kids Grand Forks will 
be hosting two free car seat 
checkup events in Nelson Coun-
ty during June. The first will be 
held Wednesday, June 3 from 3 
to 5 p.m. at Tolna Tots Childcare 
Center in Tolna, and the second 
is set for Tuesday, June 23 from 
3 to 5:30 p.m. at Munchkins Day 
Care Center in Michigan.

These events are open to the 
public and no appointment is 
necessary. If you don’t have a 
car seat and cannot afford one, 
seats will be available.

The checkups are done in 
partnership with ND Vision 
Zero, Nelson-Griggs District 
Health Unit, ND Highway Pa-
trol, Tolna Tots Childcare Cen-
ter, Michigan Munchkins Day 
Care Center and the ND Depart-
ment of Health.
Summer travel safety tips

Traveling by car is a part of 
everyday life. Whether head-
ing to school, childcare, work 
or enjoying a family getaway, 
practicing basic safety skills can 
help ensure every trip is a safe 
one. As the busy summer travel 
season gets underway, Safe Kids 
Grand Forks is reminding fami-
lies of important motor vehicle 
safety tips -- including the dan-
gers of heatstroke -- to protect 
children on the road.

Nationally, four out of five 
car seats are used incorrectly. 
This misuse can lead to serious 
injuries or even death in the 
event of a crash. When used 
properly, car seats help keep 
occupants securely positioned 
so that airbags and other safety 
systems can function effectively.

Safe Kids Grand Forks also 
warns about the dangers of 
heatstroke, which is one of the 
leading causes of non-crash, 
vehicle-related deaths for chil-
dren. A child’s body heats up 
three to five times faster than 
an adult’s, and the temperature 
inside a parked vehicle can rise 
rapidly -- even on mild days.

Safe Kids Grand Forks high-
lights the following common 
safety risks and prevention tips:

• Look before you lock: Al-
ways check the back seat before 
leaving your vehicle. Never leave 
a child alone in a car -- not even 
for a minute.

• Create reminders: Place 
a personal item like a phone, 
purse or work badge in the back 
seat to help ensure no child is 
left behind.

• Keep cars locked: Pre-
vent children from entering 
vehicles on their own by keep-
ing doors locked and keys out 
of reach.

In addition, Safe Kids Grand 
Forks continues to see common 
car seat misuses across the 
state:

• Rear-facing safety: Chil-

dren should remain rear-facing 
until they reach the maximum 
limits of their seat (typically 
30-50 pounds). Turning them 
too soon increases the risk of 
serious injury.

• Harness use: Children 
should remain in a five-point 
harness as long as possible -- at 
least until age four and reach-
ing the seat’s upper weight 
limit (this is often 65 pounds, 
but check your seat to be sure). 
Ensure straps are snug and 
properly positioned.

• Tether straps: Forward-
facing seats include a tether 
that must be attached to the 
vehicle’s anchor point to limit 
forward movement in a crash. 
Check your vehicle manual for 
location details.

• Expiration dates: Car 
seats expire due to wear and 
evolving safety standards. Most 
last about six years from the 
manufacture date, unless oth-
erwise indicated on the sticker 
on the seat.

• Back seat safety: Kids 
age 12 and under should always 
ride in the back seat due to the 
risks posed by airbags.

• Seatbelt use: Every pas-

senger should be buckled up on 
every trip. Most crashes happen 
close to home, and each person 
needs their own car seat, booster 
seat or seatbelt.

• Booster seat guidelines: 
While North Dakota law re-
quires children under age eight 
to use a car or booster seat, 
many children need boosters un-
til ages 10-12 for proper seatbelt 
fit. A correct fit includes:

-- Back against the seat
-- Knees bending at the edge 

of the seat
-- Feet flat on the floor
-- Shoulder belt across the 

collarbone, not the neck
-- Lap belt across the hips, 

not across the soft tummy tissue
If a child cannot maintain 

this position for the entire ride, 
a booster seat is still needed.

Safe Kids Grand Forks en-
courages all parents and care-
givers to have their car seats 
checked by a certified child 
passenger safety technician to 
ensure proper installation and 
use.
