3/4 C heavy cream

1 egg

1 tsp vanilla

1 C cinnamon chips

Cmna mon Chip Scones
Ingredients: Topping
13 C all purpose flour 1/2 C sugar
1/3 C sugar 1 tsp cinnamon

Preheat oven to 350 degrees. In a large bowl, mix together
flour, 1/3 C sugar, 1 tsp cinnamon, and baking powder. Cut
butter into pieces, then cut into dry ingredients with a pas-
try cutter until mixture resembles coarse crumbs. Stir in cin-
namon chips. Mix together cream, egg and vanilla. Pour on
to flour/butter mixture, stirring gently with a fork to combine.
Turn on to work surface (mixture will be very crumbly and
falling apart). Form two circles by gently pressing together
on the sides as you flatten the top. Cut each circle into 8
pieces. Mix topping ingredients and sprinkle on, to cut circles.
Transfer each triangle to a cookie sheet and bake for 20-25
minutes. Cool on a cooking rack. Store in airtight container.
