Dorothy (Veflin) Miller

She Just Wanted
Off the Farm

Dorothy Veflin’s father, Christ, was a German
prisoner of war during World War I. “I don’t remem-
ber how long,” Dorothy says. “You know, he would
never talk about it. He was there until they signed
the Armistice. He said, ‘There must have been one
or so there who spoke English.” One day [a captor]
said, “You might as well take them all out and shoot
them.” Everybody heard that. Can you imagine? It
did affect my dad. He would get really down. One
time, he told my husband, they fed him worm soup.
That is one thing that stuck in my head. He was a
Legion member, and he wouldn’t think of missing a
Legion meeting.”

Dorothy was born in 1932 on a farm near New
Effington, South Dakota. As a child, she wanted
only one thing. “Just get off the farm,” she laughs.
“Get out of there.” Yet she married a farmer. “Yeah.
Now isn’t that dumb?”

The farmer was Don Miller. Dorothy met Don at
the White Eagle Club in New Effington. It all start-
ed when, “there were about four of us girls in high
school who went down there as we loved to dance.
We never took a drink, we never smoked, and we
went there to dance.” So they became acquainted on
the dance floor and eventually were married in 1952,
and moved to Tyler, about 40 miles north of New
Effington. The only store in Tyler at the time was a
combination grocery store and bar. “I used to go over
there three times a day just to get something, because
[ didn’t know anybody else. I was so darn lonesome I
would go over there so I could talk to Gen [Reubish]
and her husband, Bub [Irving]. They ran the store.”

Dorothy and Don have three children. “They
turned out very well. They are hard workers, all of
them. They are good parents. I'm proud of the kids,
that is for sure.”

The Millers have eight grandchildren and 11 great-
grandchildren. For twhem, Dorothy has these words:
“When it comes right down to it, money isn’t it. It is
family. It is definitely family.”

Korean POW

for More Than
Three Years

Andrew grew up in Fort Totten. He enlisted in
the Army on September 21, 1948. His unit was 3rd
Battalion, 21st Infantry, 24th Infantry Division,
the first division to arrive in Korea. For the first
18 months of the war, the division was heavily en-
gaged on the front lines with the North Korean and
Chinese forces. Andrew was captured by the ene-
my July 12, 1950, and was a Korean prisoner of war
until August 24, 1953, a period of more than three
years. The National Archives show he was released
through negotiations with North Korea under Op-
eration Big Switch. He was separated from active
duty on October 16, 1953.

Andrew’s son, Whalen, in an interview during
May 2018, describes what his dad related to him.
His dad’s division “ran out of ammunition, and [the
enemy] shot and shot and shot, and they just kept
coming. They bombed them and he was wounded
twice. He had shrapnel in his shoulder and in his
leg. [The enemy] took them on a death march up to
a prison camp. When they got to the prison camp,
my dad said they were fed kind of like seaweed,
onions, and water, and that was their food for three
years. They were always dreaming about what they
were gonna eat when they got home. My dad said
blueberry pie and fry bread, which is a local Indian
kind o’ bread.”

Whalen says, “[My dad] is one of the most re-
spected persons on the reser- vation. He still man-
ages all his own affairs, and everybody knows who
he is. There’s about four or five local pow-wows
in North Dakota that he used to go to, and every
one of them had a spot for him to park. He’d take
his RV over there, and during the pow-wow they’d
honor him and stuff. Well-respected.

“He still loves America. He sticks to his tradi-
tions, and he’s got his POW flag and his American
flag he flies proudly.” Whalen says his dad needs
help now to raise the flags. “He’s a little wobbly
and stuff, but he does have his flags up.”

The First Baseball

Game in Japan

Gordon Hagge and his wife, Delores, have four chil-
dren. He remembers, “Growing up on the farm, we would
make toy guns, using apple boxes, saw out our guns, and
then we would get an old tire tube. You would use an old
wood clothespin, mounted on back of the gun. Put that
rubber band in the clothespin and stretch it to the end.
You had your gun. You would just squeeze the clothespin,
that would [release] the rubber band. Then we got smart
enough to where we would take a half a clothespin and slip
it in there so we could have two shots. We shot each other.”

For more shooting practice, Gordon joined the Army in
1946 after high school. “I was right in Tokyo [after war]
in the 7th Cavalry. I pulled guard on the palace grounds
[where the Emperor lived] with Australians and some from
New Zealand and Indians from India [under British rule
then]. They were a good bunch of guys. My platoon was
the first enlisted men ever pulled guard inside.

“We were sitting in this room May Day in 1947. May
Day is a day of celebration in Japan. This big machine over
in the corner had a bunch of dials and stuff. We had one
boy in the outfit, Jimmy Diggins. Anyway, we were sit-
ting around in there, and Jimmy starts messing with this
machine. There was a mic [microphone] to a PA. He got
it on, and there were big speakers all over, in front of the
palace—big grounds, probably 50 acres where the Japa-
nese had their parades—and then across the street were
all the main buildings where General MacArthur had his
office. Anyway, Jimmy started [pretending to] broadcast a
baseball game. Yeah, he was talking on the microphone. It
was blasting all over the ground.

“Pretty soon the captain comes through the door and
said, ‘Shut that damn thing off before we all get court-
martialed.” It was blasting over the grounds. He was just
having fun. I always said Jimmy Diggins broadcasted the
first baseball game in Japan.”
