e Mrs. Larson completed

Acadience testing, a

research-based K-6 as-

sessment measuring early
literacy and reading skills
including phonological
awareness, letter sounds,
fluency, and comprehen-
sion.

Grades 3-8 began us-

ing the CKLA/Amplify

Literacy Program following

Christmas break. While mi-

nor implementation issues

have occurred, teacher
feedback has been posi-
tive. Grades K—2 will begin
the program in August of
the next school year.

Grade 4 students were

selected to participate in

the National Assessment
of Educational Progress

(NAEP) in math and read-

ing on March 11.

e The Elementary Student of
the Month is second grader
Halle Stadheim.

e Cade Warbis has been

hired as a paraprofession-

al in Elementary Special

Education.

e The Wellness Committee
met on Wednesday,
January 7.

e For December, the lunch
program operated for
14 days and served 717
breakfasts and 3,069 lunch-
es, totaling 3,786 meals.
